• COIN 3 is our tool in the Grossmont Union High School 
District to guide your student through the process of 
identifying a career pathway and preparing them for a 
smooth transition for life after high school.

• This is very exciting for students and 
staff!  There is no time to waste in high 
school, and the Grossmont District 
believes that all students should receive 
all services with the same scope and 
timing, regardless of changing schools 
within the district.

• Parents often question the need to 
begin career planning in the 9th  grade.  

• COIN 3 is not about forcing a student to 
pick a career.  The use of COIN 3 
inspires two goals.....:
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The Shor t  Ter m Goal …. .
• Immediately engage student in the learning 

process

• When students learn that acquiring specific 
skills will directly relate to the amount of 
money they will earn as adults, their interest 
is piqued.  

• Students must have the opportunity to 
explore career pathways in depth in order to 
make the connection between the curriculum 
they are learning in school and their future.
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The Long Ter m Goal …. .

• Preparing students to make a good career 
and/or college choices and ensuring they 
take advantage of the  free resources in high 
school to get them there.

• It is true that not many 9th graders already 
know exactly what they want to do when they 
graduate from high school.  However, most 
students, with more information and support 
from parents, teachers and counselors, could 
make a general prediction about their career 
path.  

Long Ter m goal …. .

• While high school is free, most college 
and / or vocational training after high 
school is not free.  Many programs in 
high school can help students meet 
college and/or vocational requirements 
before they even graduate from high 
school.  This can drastically reduce 
costs of college and career training. 
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Par ent  Suppor t  i s  
Par amount ! !

• Grossmont Union High School District 
acknowledges the vital role of a parent 
in supporting their child in their 
education and career decisions.  

• COIN 3 is most effective when students, 
parents and educators all participate 
and work together to support students. 

Gui del i nes f or  keepi ng  
“ suppor t ” ,  suppor t i ve…. .

• Show interest in your teen’s schooling. Ask about 
their day, what support they need from you.

• Discuss and clarify the expectations and goals they 
have for themselves (weekly, monthly, by semester 
or quarter).

• Praise your teen’s efforts, not just their 
accomplishments.  Frequently they believe their 
worthiness is based on the outcome of their efforts.  
We need to teach them the value of their 
perseverance and the value of the process.  

• Participate in activities that clarify the relationship 
between education and future earnings.

• Encourage your child to explore his or her options.  Help them 
make connections between their interests and their 
opportunities with job shadowing, part-time jobs, interviewing 
people with experience in their area of interest.

• Trust in your child.  They will be automatically drawn to what 
interests them. Remember this is not your career decision, but 
your support and information is very important. 

• The world of work evolves and some of your knowledge may 
be outdated.

• Support, encourage and love your student through this time.  
They need to see that you believe in them!
